The priority deadline for the 2008-2009 academic year is April 1, 2008. (Applications received after April 1, 2008
will be considered, if funds are available). Applicants need to complete the following steps:

College Transcript(s) and COMPASS Testing, if required.

2. File the 2008-2009 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). Please contact the Student Financial Aid

3. Submit one letter of recommendation (Non-relative). Unless specifically stated, one (1) letter of recommen-
dation is required.

Selection Criteria

for each scholarship. Please refer to the Scholarship Brochure for details. Financial need is a consideration but
not a requirement for certain scholarships.

Notification of Awards

Notification of selection will come from the OCTC Scholarship Committee. After selection, notification of the
award will then be mailed. (If applicant is in High School, notification of the award will be given to the appropriate
high school personnel.)
